Ms. Straight, who also owns a second Peaches En Regalia location in Carlsbad at the 

Park Hyatt Aviara Resort, has had a love of fashion since childhood, designing, and 

sewing her own clothes as well as modeling. 
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She credits her aunt, also a model, for teaching her how to hold her head, walk the 

catwalk, as well how to conduct herself during an interview.
